A+ 8 - A hand-carried object small enough to be lost by an actor 30 seconds
before it is needed on stage.

Similar to playing chess,
except that the pawns want to argue with you.

Al ( - That bright, shining moment when all eyes are focused on a single
actor who is desperately aware that if he forgets a line, no one can save him.

A + - An opportunity for the actor with the smallest role to count everybody
else's lines and mention repeatedly that they have the smallest part in the show.

A? - Appendages at the end of the arms used for manipulating one's
environment, except on a stage, where they grow six times their normal size
and either dangle uselessly, fidget nervously, or try to hide in your pockets.

A(@ - Individuals who spend their evenings coping with 50-minute
stretches of total boredom interspersed with 30-second bursts of mindless panic.
